Anti -bullying ðZero Tolerance Approach

If a bullying incident is reported by a student at the Academy 

it will be dealt with immediately .

A member of staff will listen to the studentsõ concerns &/or 

experiences and a decision will be made about how to help 

to stop the bullying from happening again.  



This will include:

Åasking all students involved to write a statement

Åapproaching the person(s) who is bullying them to resolve 

the problem by speaking with them

Åasking the student to meet with the person(s) who is bullying 

them if appropriate, with a member of staff to help resolve 

the issue

Åasking all students involved to sign an anti -bullying contract

Å issuing sanctions to those students who have done 

something wrong

Åworking with our Anti -bullying Student Ambassadors to 

prevent further incidents
